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Abstract

This paper will discuss the international trends of the retirement policy and career plan-
ning for the elderly. The first part of the paper presents the current trends of world-wide aging
population growth, the national policies on aging of the United Nations, and retirement poli-
cies of Sweden, United States, and Japan. The macro problems and reform of retirement policy
in the industrial nations, and the solution to the rapid increase of aging population and the large
number of aging workers retired from labor market and industries will be analyzed. How to as-
sist the aging labors continue to stay on their job positions will be discussed.

The next part of the paper discusses the close relationship between macro-scope retire-
ment policy and the micro-scope career planning for the elderly. The paper concludes that the
governmental authority, scholars and policy makers of retirement policy should study the
various retirement policy reforms over the industrial nations and pay due attention to educate
and raise the awareness of the elderly regarding their career planning after their retirement.
